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Article VII of the Declarations 

(b) Miscellaneous additions and alterations. No structure, building, fence, wall or other improvement shall be erected, installed or maintained on any lot within the subdivision nor shall any exterior addition, including an antenna, clotheslines or other external attachments be made until the plans and

specification showing the nature, kind, shape, height, materials, colours and location of same have been submitted to and approved, in writing, by the Association or its appointed committee as to the harmony of external design and location in relation to surrounding structures and lots.  
(c) Painting - An Architectural form must be submitted and approved for any painting of the exterior of the property, including painting of the driveway.  This form must be accompanied by a paint sample of the proposed color to be used.  Any application submitted without a color sample, will be considered incomplete and thus denied by the Architectural Committee.   Approved colors can be requested from the Architectural Committee and should blend with the surrounding homes.
